Assembly

1. On the wrong side of the A squares, draw a line
from one corner to the opposing corner.

(6) B squares. Stitch a scant 4" on both sides of
the line. Cut the square apart on the drawn line.
Trim seam to 4" and press the seam to the darker
triangle.

Stitching with Robin...

« The quilting tip | wish I'd learned when | first started is... keep a notebook where you can jot
down what color thread you used, tape in a snippet of fabric and it's name, record the solid
background color you chose, the name of a pantograph you saw and liked for a quilting
design, and any other brilliant ideas that pop into your head about sewing and quilting. You
will forget those details and they come in handy down the road.

« My best advice to new quilters is to... expect you will make mistakes and laugh at them. We
all doit. There is no perfect. If you don’t have more of that fabric left after the mistake...then
add something else and improvise. Your quilt will be more interesting for it.

«  When it comes to quilting/sewing tools, don’t get between me and my... Juki sewing ma-
chine. She is my daily sewing machine. Straight-stitch only but powerful and fast and solid. |
love that machine.
